Stage 6
Food Technology News

Hospitality News 
Year 12 Hospitality have kicked their CAFÉ 15 coffee shop back up this term, this occurs every Tuesday morning at C15. Students are mastering their coffee making techniques and supplying our staff with a caffeine fix during these cooler Autumn mornings. 
Year 11 Hospitality students undertook their first assessable practical event, this term. During Term 1, students spend time learning and practicing a selection of sandwiches, wraps, and rolls, in preparation for their Pop-up Sandwich Bar. Students put into practice their skills of preparing and presenting sandwiches whilst following safe work practices and hygienic food safety procedures, during their Pop-up Sandwich Bar that occurred on Tuesday 27th April. Ms Gageler was extremely impressed at how well each student performed on the day with a total of 42 portions prepared and served to staff. Year 11 will undertake Event 2 later in the term. We would like to thank all of the staff who continue to support our student learning through there simulated learning experiences. 
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Stage 5 Food Technology 
In “Food for Specific Needs”, students had to research and design a snack for a specific dietary disorder e.g. obesity, coeliac disease, anaemia etc… The following pictures are food examples of the snack foods students made for this task.
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Textiles and Design students are developing their skills this term in using the over locker. Each student will then apply their skills to follow a commercial pattern to plan, construct and evaluate a hoodie. 
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Industrial Technology News 
Year 9 and 10 Industrial Technology Timber have been working on a BBQ caddy and paper towel holder. These projects were designed to assist students in their woodworking skills. The main skills the students learn are using different types of hand tools, machinery and different woodworking joints. They concentrate on the aesthetics of their work to gain higher marks for their reports.
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Stage 4 
Technology Mandatory – Digital Technology
As a part of the computer aided design Software unit year 7 students are creating a series of 3D designs representing the MHS School Farm. Students had the opportunity to visit the school farm with Mr Foote, Ms Carter and Miss Hassett to draw in detail elements of the farm that they should incorporate into their own digital farm design model.

Technology Mandatory - Engineered Systems 
Just a quick note to inform you of the exciting work being carried out by our talented design and technology students in the TAS Faculty this Semester.
During semester one our students have been engaged in the design, construction and testing of light weight, electrically powered prototype model aeroplanes. 
This is an exciting project which aims to provide students with the opportunity to demonstrate a wide range of skills while working collaboratively with their peers.
Students will develop an understanding of the basic concepts of powered flight through real life experiences in class.
The Skylap program incorporates many important concepts and technologies, including aerodynamics, structural design principles, electrical circuits, material properties, marking out cutting of materials to name a few.
Once designed and constructed the prototype planes will be tested against set criteria, namely, the velocity and maximum height reached during flight. The results obtained during testing will then be recorded and presented in report format.
Once the initial testing has concluded and results recorded the students will have the opportunity to redesign and modify their models to improve its performance.
At the end of this process students will engage in a game of aerial tag in which teams will battle it out two planes at once. This activity is very exciting and puts their construction and design skills to the ultimate test.
